SETUP

1) A wall holder and accessories are supplied with the remote control. Either mount the holder to
the wall using the adhesive strip or the screws and dowels

2) For power supply of the remote control, insert two 1.5 V AAA batteries into the battery
compartment as indicated. If the remote is not used for a longer period, please remove the
batteries to prevent damage in case of battery leakage.

3) Follow the steps in chapter Wireless Connection to pair the remote control with the 5in1
controller.

WIRELESS CONNECTION

Pairing multiple remote controls

Each remote control is delivered with its own code preconfigured. If you use multiple remote
controls, the code of one remote control needs to be copied to the other remote controls for
them to operate in sync successfully.

Codes can also be copied from a controller to a remote control, e.g. if the previously used
remote control was lost and needs to be replaced.
